Three Important things to remember in 2018.  

1. Annual Flying club Membership fee is due . ( membership form is  
located on Taysideflyingclub..co.uk website) 

This fee is for Club membership & Insurance to fly Tayside aircraft.             
The fee remains the same whether you join in January or July 

2. Airside Pass Must be worn at all times -  you can renew or ask for a 
new pass from Bernadette ( Ops Manager ) or Penny Ritchie.  

3. Remember to read, understand & sign the Operations Manual. This is 
compulsory for all members of the flying club to complete Before they Fly 
Tayside aircraft. 
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If you are a new club member, please let yourself be known to me via the forums of               
Taysideflyingclub.co.uk or Tayside Flying club Facebook page if you want to participate in 
any club events. Every pilot whether just starting their training or having 10 000 hours in their 
logbook are all entitled and welcome to attend all events...

A Fly-out is organised by TFC for our members to fly-out to chosen airfields...                          
A Fly-in is organised by the host airfield. They will advertise the event for us to fly-in.

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Tayside Aviation in Dundee cele-
brated 50 years in business this 
week by launching 50 training 
flights in just one hour at Dundee 

Airport.  

During its 50 years, Tayside has trained more than 5,000 commercial airline pilots, 6,000 
RAF cadets and flown a staggering 1,500 flying scholarships, including 300 from as far away 
as Hong Kong. It has also flown an estimated 33 million miles since its launch in 1968, the 
equivalent of 70 trips to the moon and back. 

The company employs 35 staff and is an important contributor to the local economy, thanks 
to trainee pilots from more than 12 countries coming to Dundee to train and stay for the dura-
tion of their course. 

Tayisde boss Jim Watt said, ñWe are delighted to have reached our 50th year in business 
and with 50 students under training. Last year, we were awarded the RAF Central Flying 
School Trophy for delivering excellence in flight training which was a fantastic endorsement, 
also recognising 30 years of serving the RAF. We are also excited about the year ahead with 
plans to create a pilot training academy.ò   

One of Taysideôs oldest customers is Loganair, and the Scottish airline recently signed up for 
Taysideôs latest initiative, pairing flight training with a degree.  Maurice Boyle, Loganairôs 
Chief Operations Officer said, ñLoganair is committed to employing high quality airline pilots 
and the innovative partnership with Tayside Aviation and Middlesex University will provide                     
opportunities for a wider range of talented people to embark on an aviation career.ò 
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Tayside Aviation was established in 1968 by Lovatt Fraser and two friends, with one aircraft 
( Tipsy Nipper ) at Riverside Airstrip in Dundee, built on land reclaimed from the River Tay. 
The Riverside Airstrip evolved into the current Dundee Airport. 

Since then Jim Watt and Bob Purvis bought the company & it has continued growth & now 
operates over 17 aircraft over two sites at Dundee and Fife. The company is the largest light 
aircraft training organisation in Scotland and operates an aircraft engineering facility at             
Dundee Airport.    The company offers both private and commercial pilot training, and is the 
sole contractor to the RAF Air Cadet Organisation to provide cadets with Light Aircraft Flying 
Scholarships to achieve solo standard.  

As Tayside Aviation continues to soar to new heights of growth, we plan to have a series of 
events to celebrate this fantastic milestone in their history. So please check Tayside Flying 
clubs Facebook page / Tayside Flying Clubs forum section for further information as to these 
special events !
